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Novice Corner by Arnie Kohn

A Difficult Combination

The combination of A9xx opposite J10xxx often comes up when
you are declarer, and it is difficult to determine the correct way to
play it. Your goal is to lose no more than one trick in the suit.

The four cards outstanding by the opponents can split sixteen dif-
ferent ways. They will split two-two 37.5 % of the time, so you will
lose only one trick (unless you refuse to play the Ace the first or
second time). They will split four-zero 12.5 % of the time, and you
will probably lose two tricks.

Half of the time they will split three-one, and this is where you have
the chance to minimize your losses. Four of the eight combinations
of the 3-1 splits will have a singleton King or Queen. The other half
will have the King and Queen together, and half of those times
(12.5%) they will be off-side. The way you play the suit comes
down to those 3-1 splits where the King and Queen are together.
The finesse works when the honors are both on-side, which is only
12.5% of the time. The correct play, unless the auction clearly indi-
cates that finessing is correct, is to play the Ace first. This works on
all the 2-2 divisions, and all the 3-1 divisions where the King or
Queen is singleton. If the King and Queen are both off-side (behind
the Ace), you will lose two tricks anyway.

ARCH to Win

A key to being a successful declarer is to know what you are going
to do before you play. Don't play the first card from the dummy until
you have your plan thought out. A simple mnemonic to help you is
the acronym ARCH: Analyze; Review; Count; and plan How.

Analyze the lead:
| Is it fourth best? | Is it top of a sequence?
I What honors does it show? | What honors does it deny?
Review the bidding
| How many points has each person shown?
| What is their most likely distribution?
| What negative inferences are possible?
Count your tricks:
| Count your sure winners when playing a NT contract
| Determine how many winners you need to develop for NT
| Count your potential losers when playing in a suit contract
| Determine how many losers you need to eliminate if playing
in a suit
How to Play — Make a Plan:
| Trump losers from your hand in the dummy (be careful about
pulling trump first)
| Establish a long suit, which will give you winners in NT and a
place to throw losers in a suit contract.
| Hold up play (Break the opponents communication in NT)
| Strip and end play | Finesse | Safety play

The following hand is a simple example that shows how important it
is to make a plan before you play to the first trick:

North: 2943 ©9 " 8432 §A9762

South: 2 AKQJ2 ©A63 " A75 8§53

Dealer: South Bidding: 12 -P-22 -P-42 -P-P-P

Opening lead: Q"

Analyze the lead: @ looks like top of a series. If so, your right
hand opponent has the K" .

Review the Bidding: The opponents have not bid. Not much infor-
mation here.

Count your tricks:  You are in a suit contract so you will count los-
ers: one § loser, two " losers, and two © losers. You have two
too many losers

How can you get rid of those two losers? Make your plan: You
can trump the losers in the dummy, but only if you delay pulling
trump until you have trumped them.

An “advancing” class of mine altered the ARCH acronym upon fac-
ing a difficult hand:

Analyze the lead; Run; Cower; Hide!!
If you use my acronym, however, you won't have to use theirs!

Combine Your Chances

You don’t have to be a mathematician to be an excellent bridge
player. In fact, it has been evidenced over the years that mathe-
matical theorists seldom reach the top echelon in bridge. Why not?
Because it is rarely necessary to know the exact odds or percent-
ages to play a bridge hand correctly.

As the story goes, a good mathematician can quote you his
exact chances of success — probably to at least two decimal
places — after he has gone down in his contract.

The key to successful play is to have a logical and practical
mind. Try to find two or more chances, then look for a line of play
that will take advantage of as many of the chances as possible.
Witness this deal from a recent Swiss team event:
